	Jack Kuykendall’s Single-Axis Patented Grip (5,803,827)
My SINGLE-AXIS grip aligns the shaft with the RIGHT FOREARM. Supinate the right hand by 45o and place the grip along the lifeline of the right hand; exactly the way you would hold a hammer. 
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· The shaft and right forearm form a straight line; SINGLE-AXIS 
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· The right thumb points at the right shoulder. 

· There is around a 3" space between the right forearm and the grip. 
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· The right forearm is aligned with the shaft; SINGLE-AXIS. 
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· The back of the left hand and the clubface point in the same direction. 

· The back of the left hand points at the target. 

· If you see knuckles, the left hand is too much on top of the grip. 

· The left thumb points at the left shoulder. 
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· The grip is across the palm of the left hand and underneath the heel pad of the left hand. 
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· The back of the left hand and clubface point in the same direction. 

· There is a 10o to 15o angle between the bottom of the left forearm and the shaft. 
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· The hands are separated.  This provides three mechanical advantages:
1. Greater clubhead speed - fulcrum to lever advantage.
2. Greater feel - more of the right palm in contact with the grip.
3. Greater control - easier to hold on to the grip.
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· The right arm is relaxed and slightly below the left. 
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· The right forearm is in line with the shaft. 

· There is a 10o to 15o angle between the bottom of the left forearm and the shaft.
